Organising Authority and Venue

· The Notice of Race and Sailing Instructions (SIs) and,
· Australian University Sailing – Fleet Racing Championship Rules.

Alterations of Racing Rules

             The racing rules will be modified in accordance with rule 86 as follows:

Rule 44.1, taking a Penalty is altered to read: “A boat that may have broken a rule of part 2 while racing may take a penalty at the time of her incident. Her penalty shall be a 360( Turn Penalty”.
4
Eligibility and Entry

4.1 The regatta is open to all university attendees and open to all classes of boats including sailboards. A Boats handicap will be determined by the VYC yard stick system for the purpose of scoring.

Appendix A – Directions and Location Map
Heading North From Sydney (approx 3.5 hours from Syd), you have two options. Timing is similar. Option 1 is shorter distance but a slower, winding road. Option 2 sticks on the highway but covers more distance. Many people towing boats prefer option 2, especially if travelling at night.
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Near Buladelah turn onto the Lakes Way and head North, winding past Smiths Lake on your right and through the townships of Bungwahl, Tarbuck Bay and Charlotte Bay. Continue past the Pacific Palms Rec Club. Continue past Sundowner Tiona Caravan Park. The turnoff to GLSC is on your left approximately 3km past Tiona Caravan Park.
2. Follow the Pacific Highway through Coolongolook and Nabiac. Approximately 4km past Nabiac turn right onto Failford Road (keep an eye out because it sneaks up on you). Follow Failford road for 5-10km until you hit a T-intersection. Turn right here onto The Lakes Way. Follow South through Tuncurry, over the bridge, and through Forster towards Pacific Palms. Now follow “From Forster” directions below.

From Forster - follow the Lakes Way south past Forster High School and through a 100km/hr zone that includes Booti Booti National Park. Continue along the Lakes Way past the Green Point turnoff on your right. The turnoff to GLSC is approximately 3km past the Green Point turnoff, and 200 metres after Camp Elim turnoff.
Heading South from Brisbane (approx 8 hours) – Travelling South along the Pacific, take the first exit onto The Lakes Way. Follow this road through Tuncurry and Forster, and continue along The Lakes Way following “From Forster” directions above.
